San Jose Lodge #10 (a blue 
lodge) was issued a dispensation to operate 
on 11 July 1850. The first recorded commu-
nication of degrees of Scottish Rite Masonry 
was on 16 May 1883 by Albert Pike and the 
San Jose Lodge of Perfection #13 (a part of 
Scottish Rite masonry) was organized on 10 
March 1885. The Ancient and Accepted 
Scottish Rite has maintained a temple in San 
Jose since 1909 and we have been at our 
current location since 1984. 

In addition to being a fraternal organization 
that attracts the best and most respected 
men from the community, the San Jose Scot-
tish Rite supports many public institutions 
including police and fire departments. 

When our facilities are not being used for 
Rite functions, we make them available for 
rental. Social & religious gatherings, wed-
dings, conventions, reunions and educa-
tional events are all welcome at our facili-
ties. 

Our charity work is focused primarily on 
helping children with language and speech 
disorders. We maintain a clinic on our 
grounds where children receive treatment 
free from charge.

MASONRY IN PLAIN LANGUAGE 

Doug Price, PM, Grand Lodge of Kansas, had this to say about 
Masonic Language: 

òI love the Craft, and one thing I particularly treasure is the lan-
guage of the ritual, the lectures and the charges.  It is rich, literate 
English such as one rarely encounters today.  However, one area 
where I think we need to modernize our language is when we talk 
about Masonry to others, especially men considering joining.  Too 
often I have seen Masons unable to explain in plain language what 
it is we believe in.ó 

He proposes 18 principles in modern English: 

1. Serve God as you understand him to be. 

2. Expect good things in life and live like you do. 

3. Be generous to people in need. 

4. Keep your promises. 

5. Be industrious, and improve your mind. 

6. Remember that there is a life to come, and act with that in 
mind. 

7. Take care of your family. 

8. Be tolerant of the honest opinions of others. 

9. Keep yourself morally clean. 

10. Help your Brother Masons 

11. Learn the ritual work and be active in Lodge. 

12. Protect your own physical and mental health. 

13. Be strong in the face of adversity. 

14. Make your decisions in a calm frame of mind. 

15. Always treat other people fairly. 

16. Be proud to be a Mason, but modest in expressing it. 

17. Watch for good men seeking what Masonry offers, and assist 
them within the rule. 

18. Be happy and enjoy life.

A note from the clinicians:  

A s the 2008 year comes to a close, we would like to express thanks to our 

generous donors for the opportunity to help children and families who are in need 

of speech and language services.  The California Scottish Rite Foundation celebrated 50 

years of service last month, and we are so grateful to be part of an amazing program that 

touches the lives of so many people in our community.  Thanks to the generous funding by 

the San Jose Scottish Rite Foundation and donations from private individuals, we are able 

to keep the doors of our clinic open. Without your ongoing support, we could not provide 

services to children and families who are in need. 

The San Jose Scottish Rite Childhood Speech and Language Clinic give us as clinicians the 

very rare opportunity to serve families and children who may otherwise go untreated.  

During the 50th Anniversary celebration several parents gave speeches about how our 

philanthropy changed their lives and the lives of their children. Before starting services, 

these parents felt hopeless. They worried about what was wrong with their child. They 

worried about how to pay for services. They worried about what would happen to their

he wanted, resulting in tantrums and leaving her with a feeling of helplessness. Yet, once 

treatment started at the Scottish Rite her burden was lifted. Little by little her son ac-

Why does our clinic give hope to parents? Public schools are overwhelmed and burdened 

with large numbers of children who need speech and language treatment. Many children 

that need services are turned away.  While some families are fortunate to have health in-

surance that covers speech and language treatment, many families cannot afford the typi-

cal insurance co-payments for multiple treatment sessions per month. More often than 

not, families do not have health insurance that covers any speech and language treatment. They cannot afford the ex-

pense of weekly or bi-weekly therapy sessions for months on end which can cost on average $135 per treatment session 

and hundreds of dollars for testing services at a private clinic.  Thanks to the Foundation and your support, our therapy
