In 1908, her mother's church acquiesced to Anna's request to hold a special Sunday service in honor 

of mothers - a tradition that spread the very next year to churches in 46 states. In 1912, Jarvis' efforts met with success:  

West Virginia adopted an official Mother's Day; two years later, the U.S. Congress passed a Joint Resolution, signed by 

President Wilson, establishing a national Mother's Day emphasizing the role of women in their families. 

It is a good 

day to let your Mom relax and let her see what a wonderful family she has. All Moms are heroes for their families and 

some Mons are everyone’s hero!

Clinic Director's Message 

 

During the month of March, our clinicians 

completed over 281 patient treatment hours, 

including 10 screenings.  Currently there are 

53 children receiving speech and language 

services and a total of 106 children on our waiting list.  Six (6) 

children were discharged from Clinic services and eight (8) 

children were added.  Due to the length of the waiting list, the 

clinicians continue to group children for treatment, when ap-

propriate.  Year-to-date, we have served a total of 85 children.   

The Foundation Board continues to explore avenues by which 

we may be able to increase our clinic staff on a part-time basis 

and reduce the number of children on the waiting list.   

We are still looking for vertical blinds and a desktop computer 

for the clinic.  The computer would be used by the children as 

part of learning activities.  If you would like to assist the clinic 

by donating items or help in some other way, please contact 

the Scottish Rite office or me.

M ichael is a sweet, 

fun-loving, 5-year-

old boy who has attended 

the San Jose Scottish Rite 

Childhood Language Dis-

orders Clinic since August 

2010 due to a mild articu-

lation disorder. Michael‟s 

parents initially brought 

him to our clinic because they were concerned about 

his articulation skills and possible word-finding is-

sues.  His parents were also concerned about Mi-

chael‟s lack of confidence in his speech and that he 

did not speak up for himself at school.  

Assessment of Michael‟s speech and language skills 

found that he produced his /s/ and /z/ sounds with a 

fronted tongue position. Language testing found that 

he did not have word-finding difficulty.  Since the 

initiation of treatment, Michael has made tremen-

dous gains. In the beginning it was very difficult for 

Michael to produce /s/ in isolation without signifi-

cantly protruding his tongue between his teeth. 

However, a program called “Straight Speech” 

helped Michael learn correct tongue and jaw place-

ment for /s/ using straws and specified target words. 

Michael has now mastered /s/ in isolation and is 

now producing /s/ in his own sentences at the begin-

ning and ends of words! He is even making progress 

with /s/ in consonant clusters such as “spoon” and 

“smart”. 

Michael‟s parents are truly pleased with the help 

they have received from our clinic. His mother re-

cently raved, “Rachel has worked hard to establish a 

rapport with Michael. She gives us specific ways in 

which we can help Michael and keeps us very well 

informed on his progress…I believe Michael has 

been given a thorough evaluation and I know what 

the next bench mark is. His sessions are well organ-

ized and consistently focused on the goal…We feel 

so very fortunate to have Michael at the Scottish 

From the Clinic! 

Rite. He has and continues to receive professional, 

thoughtful, and compassionate treatment. Through these 

experiences he will have the power of a „strong voice‟ 

for the rest of his life.
