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place my confidence in them without reserva-
tion. This is not always the case with some of 
the people you encounter along the road of 
life, and it certainly gives one a feeling of com-
fort and security to be assured of the kind of 
support we get from each other as Masons. 
Our obligations in the various degrees all rein-
force the concept that mutual trust is not only 

a privilege of membership, but is also an expectation. 

Does this mean that whenever we give another Mason 
a job to do he will perform with ultimate skill, assidu-
ity and speed? No, not necessarily. We are all human, 
and as such are fallible, but it does mean that he will 
give your request his best effort within his ability to 
perform. The flip side of this issue is, my brethren, 
that it is our own especial duty to perform each day to 
the best of our abilities so that we may be worthy of 
the trust inherent in our obligations to our craft, our 
brothers, and ourselves. 

That is the beauty of Trust. It runs both ways. It is 
natural to place our trust in our brothers, but we must 
also be ever vigilant to be deserving of his trust and 
never, never give him cause to feel otherwise toward 
us.

T he San Jose Scottish Rite 
Childhood Language Center 

is a free service made possible by 
donations from members of the 
San Jose Scottish Rite Bodies to 
the San Jose Scottish Rite Foun-

dation.  The Foundation receives no state or fed-
eral funding. We provide speech and  language 
therapies to children ages three though eighteen 
who demonstrate a language disorder.  We are 
separate and apart from the public school system, 
and in fact, we have been made aware that the lo-
cal school systems are no longer providing the 
service and are instead referring the children need-
ing treatment to outside sources.  We here at Scot-
tish Rite apparently lead their referral list. 

In the private sector, the services we provide 
would cost many thousands of dollars.  In fact, in 
the San Jose area, the fee for private speech and 
language assessment ranges from $350 to $1,200 
depending on the age of the child and the situa-
tion.  Often, there is a separate fee for report writ-
ing of $300 or more.  Therapy costs range from 
$120 to $175 per hour.  We provide both assess-
ments and therapy, free from any cost whatsoever. 

The financial woes in our economy have impacted 
the finances of our clinic, and donations are 
greatly needed.  In fact, our year-to-date donations 
to the clinic this year are only 45% of previous 
years.  I repeat, we need your help.  Please do 
what you can to help. 

Remember also that we support a scholarship pro-
gram and the library/museum although they re-
quire substantially smaller amounts of support.

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ESSENEõS 

Ross Fuller 

The earliest mention of the Essenes is by the 

Jewish philosopher Philo of Alexandria (c. 20

-54 AD). Philo told his readers that there 

were more than 4,000 Essenes (Essaioi) living in villages 

throughout Judea. Among their neighbors they were noted for 

their love of God and their concerns with piety, honesty, mo-

rality, philanthropy, holiness, equality, and freedom. The holy 

Essenes did not marry and lived a celibate life, and practiced 

communal residence, money, property, food and clothing. 

They observed the Sabbath according to all the strictest in-

structions and spent much of their time studying the Law ac-

cording to philosophical and allegorical interpretations. They 

cherished freedom, possessed no slaves, and rejected the use of 

weapons or participation in commerce. Philo did not mention 

any names or places, nor any background to the origins of this 

group. 

The Essenes flourished from the 2nd century BC through the 

1st century AD.  They are probably best known as being 

thought to have written what we have come to know as the 

Dead Sea Scrolls, discovered in 1946. 

The historian Josephus (37 ð 100 AD) describes the Essenes 

partly as a philosophical school like the Pythagoreans (4th Cen-

tury BC) and represents them as a kind of monastic order with 

semi-pagan (non-mainstream religious) rites.  There were par-

ticularly scrupulous regarding the Sabbath and devoted this day 

to reading and allegorical interpretation of the Law.  They 

practiced the virtues of love and holiness and were a part of 

the cities and villages of Judea.  They were men of intense pa-

triotic sentiment.  Parts of their rites were accorded only to the 

elite of the priesthood who were òinitiated into the mysteries 

of the Holy Name and other secret lore.ó.   

John the Baptist seems to have belonged to the Essenes and in 

appealing to sinners to be regenerated by baptism, he inaugu-

rated a new movement that paved the way for Christianity.   

And there are those who conjecture that Jesus of Nazareth 

lived among the Essenes during part of his life. 

A community of Essenes existed in Jerusalem into the 2nd 

century AD which insisted that each member practice a trade 

and taught that each should devote a third part of the day to 

the study of Torah, a third to devotion and a third to work.  In 

connection with their work a group of them used a name to 

describe themselves as òBuildersó.  Their name was given the 

meaning of òbuilders of a higher worldó and afterward applied 

to the Rabbis in general.  They obtain their philosophy by 

means of allegorical interpretation.  Their love of virtue is 

proved by their freedom from:  love of money, of high station, 

and of pleasure; by their temperance and endurance, by their 

having few wants, simplicity and mild temper, by their lack of 

pride and the like.  Their institution is not based upon family 

connections, which are not matters of free choice, but upon 

zeal for virtue and philanthropy. 

The objective of the Essenes was to make themselves worthy 

of being participants of òthe Holy spirit,ó or recipients of di-

vine revelations, and of being initiated into the mysteries of 

God.  They claimed to possess by tradition from the founders 

of the Synagogue the correct pronunciation and the magic spell 

of the Holy name.

Celebrat ions at  our last  stated meet ing  
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From the Clinic!!! 
 

J acob is a delightful four and a half year old boy who has been seen at the 

Scottish Rite Language Clinic once per week for the last year.  Jacob is 

always a fun little guy to work with.  He loves playing Candyland and Dress-A

-Bear and his favorite animals are pigs! 

Jacobõs parents first noticed a problem with his speech and language at two 

years old when he wasnõt talking.  Jacob was seen by Early Start for early in-

tervention services for six months.  After completing that program when he 

turned three years old, Jacobõs parents still had concerns with his speech and 

language skills.   

It was noted that Jacob had suffered from frequent ear infections, up to 8 by 

the time he enrolled in our clinic.  Often times chronic ear infections can im-

pair speech and language development.  When your ears are blocked with 

drainage or infected, it impairs hearing.  This makes it harder to understand 

what is being said to you.  It also makes it difficult to receive the auditory 

feedback from your own words.   

Prior to receiving services at this clinic, Jacobõs mother stated, òIt was very difficult to understand Jacob.  His 

brother learned to interpret for him with other people.  Jacob was frustrated as were we, when he had to repeat 

things over and over.ó 

By the time Jacob began speech and language therapy at the Scottish Rite Clinic, his parents were noting that he was 

attempting to say more words and put more words together to make phrases and sentences.  They found that he was 

still having difficulty with many sounds and it was still difficult to understand him. 

Since treatment began, Jacob has worked on and mastered many different sounds in all positions of words.  His 

treatment targeted sounds and sound blends as well as words with increasing syllables and complexity.  Oral motor 

exercises were used to facilitate the strength and coordination needed to produce certain sound and sound combina-

tions.  Jacob has made great progress and continues to meet his new goals regularly.   

When asked how Jacobõs treatment has impacted them on a day to day basis, Jacobõs mother stated that, òAngela 

gives us practical tools to work on at home.  Really, it makes us conscious of helping Jacob improve his speech, like 

breaking words into smaller parts or perfecting his articulation. 

Jacobõs mother stated, òIn the past year, we have noted dramatic changes.  His confidence in speaking has improved, 

as well as his articulation.  He loves coming to speech.  I think he knows how much it helps him.ó  She stated that 

their family is grateful for these services and that they would definitely recommend it to other parents who have chil-

dren struggling with speech delays. 

Thanks to Jacobõs hard work and supportive family, he had made tremendous progress.  He has been a pleasure to 

work with and will definitely continue to progress with his speech and language development!.

16° -  Prince of Jerusalem  

T he story of the rebuilding of the Temple at Jerusalem is of peculiar interest to Masons, and while 
we no longer plan to rebuild it, yet its story ever conveys to us the thought that the world and 

every noble heart is God's Temple, and we should labor to establish the reign of love and peace, thus 
building a lasting temple to God. The trowel is the emblem of this Degree, teaching Masons the enno-
bling effect of honest labor. The work of the soul, developing the virtue of patience and gentleness 

ought to be as important to us as earning our daily bread. The beauty of Love, charm of Friendship, the sacredness of 
Sorrow, the heroism of Patience, the nobleness of Sacrifice, make life to be life indeed, and we are its grandeur and power. 
They are the priceless treasures and glory of humanity.  
The story of Cyrus and the adventures of Darius form one of the most interesting and fascinating chapters in the history 
of the Persian Empire. They are rich in tradition and clouded in fable, and yet Scriptural and historical reference to their 
deeds and exploits entitle them to a position among the empire builders of Persia - men with vision and foresight, whose 
efforts at conquest and attempts at the liberation of oppressed peoples seem to have been divinely authorized. It is upon 
these epochs in Persian history that the Fifteenth and Sixteenth Degrees are founded, and the lessons in the ritual are 
drawn from events that transpired during the lives of Cyrus and Darius.

Brethren, 

Last month, I was feeling really happy. 
Then I attended a seminar at work 
sponsored by the investment firm that 
manages our 401k plan. It got me 
thinking about retirement and all of the 
money I used to have saved toward that 

goal... until the recent economic upheavals. Compared to 
many of the folks I know, I have nothing to complain 
about.  

How about retirement? They say that Social Security will be 
out of money by the time I retire, so maybe I shouldn't 
count on that.  Companies don't pay pensions any more. 
You have to put aside your own money and sometimes the 
company matches a part of it. You bear the market risk. If 
your investments lose value, you lose some of your nest egg. 
Of course, you could also pick a good investment and make 
a windfall. Then we would congratulate ourselves on our 
investment acumen. 

Right now, things look bleak. When I retire, my standard of 
living could drop significantly. Maybe I will be like Diogenes 
of Sinope (say "SIN oh pee") and live in a big tub. 

Diogenes was born in the town of Sinope, which today is 
called Sinop, Turkey, on the Black Sea. He lived in Athens 
and later in Corinth.  Diogenes was a philosopher of the 
Cynic school. That means he pursued the Cynic ideal of self
-sufficiency and a natural life not dependent upon the luxu-

ries of civilization. He saw society as corrupt and true virtue 
was only expressed through action.  

According to legend, Diogenes was inspired to his mission 
against society's customs and values by a message from the 
Oracle at Delphi. He used to do unusual things, such as walk-
ing though town during the day carrying a lamp, "looking for 
an honest man" but finding only rascals and scoundrels.  

He was a student of Antisthenes, who in turn had been a stu-
dent of Socrates. That's better than having a PhD from Yale 
or Oxford today.  Diogenes was supposedly a prolific writer 
but we have none of his books. He was a popular speaker and 
preached the doctrine of virtuous self-control.  

Diogenes lived at the same time as Alexander the Great, who 
was the most powerful man in the western world. During the 
Isthmian Games, Alexander came to see Diogenes, and out of 
respect offered him a favor.

M asons enjoy the comfortable familiarity of our ritual; unchanging and always there 
for us; comfort knowing that almost the same words were spoken to us when we 

joined as where spoken to Harry Truman and George Washington.  Our ritual is un-
changed but our world is not.

A few years ago I attended a Scottish Rite training session in San Francisco shortly after 
The DaVinci Code and National Treasure were released.  In one of the break out sessions 
the discussion was about Masonry being in the public spotlight. 

Some reported their lodges did not know what to do and assumed the 1950's "duck and cover" strategy and 
hoped the attention would pass.  Others grabbed the opportunity and ran with it.  They held open houses at 
Masonic Centers and placed ads in college newspapers.

Just like my days in DeMolay, I remember how we did things in the 1960s when there were over 128 ac-
tive chapters in Northern California.  While many of the old things still work, others won't. 

The upcom-
ing Master Craftsman sessions can help one complete the Master Craftsman program.  Our nights of instruc-
tion allow papers of Scottish Rite interest to be presented.  While this is new to the San Jose Bodies, it is not 
new to Masonry.
